THE EMERGENCE OFMEDIEVALCITIESASAPHENOMENON OF LAW

The article puts forward the idea of the possibility to consider the city itself as
a special legal phenomenon. The basis of this assumption is the
anthropological definition of the city and the understanding of law through
feeling of law. The rationale includes two points. Firstly, the city is a funda-
mentally new type of social connections, not lineal or tribal. The complex
combination of people together who are strangers by gender and place of
birth requires the development of some interaction standards, which are based
on the recognition of another (alien) equal to oneself. Secondly, the source of
the birth of city law is the organization of the city territory, by horizontal and
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vertical dimensions for the settlement. Both points are possible for the early
stages of the development of human society due to the rethinking
(universalization) of religion. The city turns out to be a kind of “crossroads”
of fragments of the old legal systems, and a fundamentally new form of citizen's
understanding of his own social being and his status in being arises on the
basis. City law appears as a form of expression of a citizen'’s new self-
consciousness and his special understanding of his place and function in the
universe.

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PHILOSOPHY OF DIFFERENCE, HYPERMODERNITY,
AND THE CITY OF “HAPPINESS” IN AL-FARABI’S

The text describes the relationship between the three concepts — Philosophy
of Difference, Hypermodernity, and the City of “Happiness . Starting from the
notion of city as space, the autor considers how knowledge economy,
information and virtual reality shape our perceptions of, and insights into,
the meaning of life. Cities are spaces of “cultures* and culture in plural
means difference. Identities are constructed within cultural boundaries.
Processes of differentiation in constructing identities require a kind of
philosophy of difference, as we live in a hypermodern urban space. It is spoken
in detail about 21st century urban space as more and more multicultural,
multiethnic and multireligious. In such an urban environment, identity
constructions need a certain philosophy. This philosophy can only be a
philosophy of difference. Difference and diferance here points at the idea of
living together with “others“ who are different than us in culture, worldview
and religion. The author comes to the conclusion that our biggest challenge
in cities is to make our cities centres of wisdom and happiness through
education and moral decision-making processes based on a philosophy of
difference and reflexivity.

I would like to speak about the relationship between the three concepts
that the title of this paper points at, namely, Philosophy of Difference,
Hypermodernity, and the City of “Happiness®. 1 am aware of the fact that it is
not an easy task at all, and goes beyond the borders of a paper presentation. In
the context of the ‘philosophical problems of information society, and cities in
conditions of information society™, this presentation is focused on “City policy
and the conditions of information society*.

Starting from the notion of CITY as space, I would like to briefly look into
how the speed of “knowledge* and “information” economy creates differences
that require a stron% Philosophical positioning in dealing with the uncertainties
and risks of the 217" century*s “hypermodern® urban space. In doing so, I will
use two philosophical reference points. I will start with contemporary French-
Italian philosopher Paul Virilio*s ideas on the hypermodern city, which are also
elaborated in his book City of Panic (Paul Virilio is the writer who coined
