MARK GEORGIIOVYCH SOKOLYANSKY

Itis with profound respect and admiration that we remember Professor Mark
Georgiiovych Sokolyansky, a distinguished Doctor of Philological Sciences
whose life and work were deeply interwoven with the cultural and academic
fabric of Odesa and its esteemed university.

Born in 1939 in Leningrad (now — Saint Petersburg), he completed his
schooling in Yaroslavl. His family’s move to Odesa marked the beginning of a
lifelong bond with the city that would become his cherished home. Graduating in
1960 from the Department of Philology at Odesa I. . Mechnikov State University,
he embarked on a remarkable academic career, serving as a lecturer, associate
professor, and eventually full professor in the Department of Foreign Literature.
He has been living in Germany since 1993.

Sokolyansky was a scholar of international renown — a historian and theorist
of literature, a theater expert, critic, and writer. His scholarly pursuits spanned an
impressive range, encompassing the works of Bernard Shaw, Shakespeare, Wilde,
Pushkin, Gogol, Fielding, Jabotinsky and many others. His contributions to the
field are immortalized in numerous monographs and a vast array of articles. A
recently published bibliography lists over 460 works across Ukrainian, Russian,
and international publications. He participated in numerous international
conferences on literary and theatre research, served on the editorial boards of
academic journals in Ukraine, Canada, Poland and the United States while also
holding membership in the European and International Federations for Theatre
Research.

As an educator, Mark Georgiiovych was unparalleled. His lectures, rich in
insight and delivered with exceptional eloquence, captivated and inspired students
across disciplines. His influence as a mentor and scholar left an enduring mark on
his students, colleagues, and the academic community at large.

During his years in Odesa, Mark Georgiiovych was deeply involved in the
city cultural life. From 1985 to 1995, he chaired the Pushkin Scholarly
Commission of the Odesa House of Scholars, served on the board of the Union of
Theater Workers of Ukraine, participated in debates, and regularly published
articles in Odesa newspapers and magazines. In 2012, Mark Sokolyansky was
awarded the title of Honorary Member by the Council of the World Club of
Odesans.

His connection with Odesa continued after his move to Liibeck, Germany.
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He frequently returned for scholarly conferences, maintained active collaboration
with periodicals, published influential books, and played a key role in establishing
the Ukrainian Inter-University Shakespeare Center.

He had an excellent command of Ukrainian, English and Polish languages.
A master of the Ukrainian language, he published many of his works in it —
fittingly, his first-ever article appeared in the university newspaper in Ukrainian.

Mark Georgiiovych Sokolyansky passed away at the age of 86 on March 5,
2025 in Liibeck. In accordance with his final wish, he was laid to rest beside his
parents in his beloved Odesa.

He was a scholar of extraordinary breadth and a person of profound integrity
and kindness. His legacy is vast and enduring — a testament to a life devoted to
knowledge, culture, and the spiritual enrichment of all who had the privilege to
know him.
